Service day for regular waste pick urp will remain the same as your current day of
service" Recycling service will be on an Every Other Week basis on Monday's and
Wednesday's, depending on where you reside. Please see the attached collection
zone you are in. Match your color-coded zone to the corresponding collection day
on the calendar.

Use the calendar to find out your collection day. lf collection day falls on or after
the following holidays: New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Foutlh of July, Labor Day,
Thanksgiving, Christmas Day, your service will be delayed one day.

Republic Services will be providing each single family home with one g5 gallon
(1) RECYCLE Cart.

Please use the handy collection calendar
and map to find the day your home will be
serviced.
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Your refuse service day is going to remain
the same. The cart should be placed out
for collection by 6 a.m. on your designated
collection day. To keep your cart clean and
reduce litter, we recommend that garbage be
placed in trash bags within your refuse cart. lf
a caft breaks or is damaged, please contact
Republic Services at 815-472-3332 and a
replacement will be delivered to you.
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Allyour recyclables can be placed in ihe recycling cart without sorting. These are
a few reminders about the recycling program:

. Recycling is collected on an Every Other Week basis. Please see the map
and calendar for your collection day. Match your service zone color to the
color on your calendar. Blue zone goes with Blue week on your calendar
and Green zone goes with Green week on the calendar.

. Use the recycling cart that has been provided.
o Break down cardboard boxes and place them in the cad.
. Don't use the recycling cart for refuse or yard waste disposal. Use it only

for the items listed in this guide.
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Yard Waste Service will be provided from April 1st through November 30th of
each year. You can utilize one of two methods: You can place all yard waste
in a biodegradable landscape waste bag or place your yard waste in your own
personal 35 gallon can clearly labeled with the YARD WASTE sticker that can be
retrieved at the Village Hall"
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Loose trash, dirt, stone, rocks, hazardous materials, liquids, yard waste mixed
with garbage, large automobile and truck par1s, tires, and other items banned
by law from landfill disposal. By law, many household and office electronic items
including televisions, computers and computer monitors cannot be collected. For
information on recycling electronic items, please contact Momence Public Works.
